Requirements

Presentation

The entry is framed and the presentation
enhances the overall impact of the entry.
The entry is two-dimensional; collage and
relief less than or equal to 1 inch is
permitted.

The presentation is neutral but
does not distract from the overall
impact of the entry.

The entry is not framed or the
presentation distracts from the
overall impact of the entry.

The entry uses special lighting.

Message
The artist presents a clear and unique
illustration of his/her own vision of the
Theme.

The artist illustrates their vision of
the Theme adequately.

The artist’s vision of the Theme is
unclear.

Design
Principles

Emphasis – This entry develops points of
interest to draw the viewer’s eye to
important parts of the work.

Emphasis – It was difficult to
recognize a point of interest in this
work.

Emphasis – There is no discernable
point of interest in the work.

Balance – This entry arranges elements
so that no one part of the work
overpowers, or seems heavier than any
other part.

Balance – Some elements in this
work are over developed while
other areas seem unfinished.

Balance – The elements in this work
clash with each other in a
distracting way.

Variety - The artist consistently uses many
of the elements of art when visually
expressing ideas, e.g. line, shape, form
(3 dimensional shape), color, value
(contrast of light and dark areas), and
texture.

Variety – The artist used some of
the elements of art for visually
expressing ideas.

Variety – The artist made little use of
the elements of art for   expressing
ideas.

Movement - This entry creates the illusion
of action or physical change in position,
or, the viewer's eye follows a path
throughout the artwork.

Movement – The movement of the
viewer’s eye through this work
feels disjointed or confusing.

Movement – There is no feeling or
illusion of movement illustrated in
this work.

Proportion – This entry gives a sense of
size or scale through the relationships of
small and large objects.

Proportion – The sense of scale or
relationship of objects is
confusing.

Proportion – This entry shows no
effort to differentiate size or scale.

Creativity
This entry shows a large amount of
original thought.  Ideas are creative and
inventive.

This entry shows some evidence of
original thought and ideas.

This entry shows no real effort at
originality.

Craftsmanship

This entry shows exceptional skill with
media

This entry shows neat and orderly
workmanship

This entry shows above average
skill with media

This entry shows inconsistent
workmanship.

This entry shows some skill with
media

This entry contains careless
workmanship.

Overall
Effectiveness

This entry was very interesting to look at
and provoked deeper insight into the
Theme.

This entry had a neutral effect. This entry was confusing or not well
executed.
