Script 
Content 
 

� Original and well written, interesting 
script.

Message � The main content of the script was 
related to this year’s theme.

Acting 

� Spoken words always in sync with 
puppet’s mouth motion  

� Pronounced and projected the spoken 
word effectively   

� Emotion was delivered using voice and

� Pacing seemed natural, not too fast or

� Spoken words sometimes in sync 
with puppet’s mouth motion  

� Spoken word was pronounced and 
projected unevenly

Puppetry 

� Puppets were consistently life-like in 
their movements and actions. 

� Puppets interacted with each other and 
did not sink while on stage. 

� Puppets were sometimes life-like in 
their movements and actions. 

� Puppets had some interaction with 
each other and sometimes sank 
while on stage 

� Puppets were not very life-like in their 
movements and actions. 

� Puppets had little interaction with each 
other and often sank while on stage 

Time Limit 
 
Teamwork 

� The play was a minimum of 3 minutes 
(3-6) or 4 minutes (7-12), with total 
elapsed time including setup and exit 
of 10 minutes or less. 

� The team had cooperative interaction 
from set up to take down. 

 � The play was not a minimum of 3 
minutes (3-6) or 4 minutes (7-12), or 
the total elapsed time including setup 
and exit was 10 minutes or less. 

� The team did not have cooperative 
interaction from set up to take down.

� The presentation was interesting and 
entertaining.

� The presentation was somewhat 
interesting and entertaining. I would 
listen to another presentation by 
this group.
