DISPLAY EVENTS
RULES FOR CONVENTION EVENTS

Each participant will:

» Be properly registered for this event.

» Each team must be entered in a grade level equal to the oldest team member.
The Church Coordinator will:

*  Submit entries for judging according to the convention schedule.
» Pick up entries according to the convention schedule.

* Pick up at the end of the convention the judge's score sheets/rubrics.
The Judge will:

» Complete the Rubric for every participant

» Provide positive, constructive comments on all entries
The Ambassador will:

» Ensure the display events are not disturbed during judging.
The Event Coordinator will:

» Organize display event entries for judging

*  Provide training and instruction for all volunteers
* Oversee judging

» Provide a rubric sheet for judges

* Report results to the Awards Coordinator

RULES

1. There are 3 grade levels in these events: 3-6, 7-9, and 10-12. For team events, teams consisting of
participants from more than one level will be judged based on the highest grade level.

2. Adult Assistance: Adult assistance will be limited to that of advice and supervision. The display events
will be the work of the participants only, including last-minute work at the convention.

AWARDS

There are three awards available in each grade level - Gold, Silver and Bronze.
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
